Host of “America’s Most Wanted” records new public service announcements 

 
Louisville, Ky. — For the second time in seven years, John Walsh is helping to promote 

VINE (Victim Information and Notification Everyday.) Walsh, the host of the popular FOX 

television show “America’s Most Wanted,” recently taped public service announcements to be 

used to promote VINE across the country.  

“John Walsh’s tireless efforts on behalf of crime victims and their families have been a 

great inspiration to people in this country for nearly 30 years,” said Mike Davis, Appriss CEO. 

“His participation in the VINE media campaign brings a great level of credibility to this life-

saving program and we are grateful for his support.” 

The abduction and murder of Walsh’s six-year-old son Adam in 1981 thrust the family 

into the national spotlight and led to significant legislation aimed at protecting children from 

sexual predators. In 2006, Walsh joined President George W. Bush as “The Adam Walsh Child 

Protection and Safety Act” was signed into law, helping law enforcement agencies track and 

apprehend convicted sex offenders who disappear after their release from prison.  

For 22 years, Walsh has been the host of “America’s Most Wanted,” a groundbreaking 

program that has helped bring more than 1,000 dangerous fugitives to justice and return more 

than 50 missing children to their families.  

Walsh is one of a few national celebrities that have donated their time to help produce the 

VINE PSAs. Actors Meredith Baxter and Victor Rivers have lent their talents to producing the 

30-second spots.  States that contract to use the VINE service can have the PSAs tailored specific 

to their program. 

Since VINE was created in 1994, the system has received and delivered more than 102 

million calls. Currently, there are 41 statewide services managed by Appriss. In addition, Puerto
